	Questions and comments from Members of the Public Present 
 Mrs Devitt came to say that the footpath between the church wall and stream is very overgrown and becoming dangerous.  She is happy to clear it but would not like to trespass on someone’s land.  We know this land does not belong to the National Trust or the Harbour Conservancy but as a footpath it may be the responsibility of WSCC Highway rangers.  Mrs Devitt is due to see Dan Sanders of WSCC and will mention it to him.  They are meeting to discuss the parking situation in Broadbridge area of the Brooks Lane, M’Tongue etc.  The parking on the verges has caused them to be a mess.  There is also a problem with the hedging and planting Scheme.  Mrs Devitt asked the council if they had any problems with her asking Dan Saunders if perhaps the old hedging could be removed to assist the parking problem.  The Council had no problems in principle but would need to consider any proposals via the official channels i.e. from WSCC.

	Chairman’s Report
Work on the Neighbourhood plan is continuing with revisions and expansion of the ideas already expressed in the draft. We must not forget that in parallel our objective was to produce a traffic and parking report - while both are running it is often the neighbourhood plan that takes precedence. At the next meeting we shall review where we are heading, what our deadlines are for the various reports, and who is the lead author/editor of the respective reports.

Last month we had a long debate over the street lights and concluded that we would recommend that two lights be lost where Delling Lane joins Walton and Bosham Lanes. Also that the so called heritage design would not be adopted as it would result in greater light pollution and an increase to the number of lights in the village. It was agreed that the reduction in height, the more efficient lamps, and the policy of no lights in the village apart from the main road from about midnight to 05:30 am was a sufficient compromise.

This is a proposal that was originally proposed by the neighbourhood planning team due to the perceived dangerous crossing around the Berkeley Arms. Karen has worked on it further, which has resulted in a report which provides a good summary. We will be discussing this report under item 7.

	Representatives to Outside Bodies
Bournes Community Forum – Nothing to report

Policing matters – Report was NOTED from PSCO Karen Hopewell (attached).
District Council – D/Cllr Myers report was received and NOTED (attached).  He was also able to confirm that the full council had agreed to the proposed transit site at Westhampnett.  CDC hope to meet the March deadline for the grant application for up to £630,000 towards this estimated £1.3 million project.
County Council – C/Cllr Goldsmith reported that:

· There is Salt/grit available now for the winter maintenance programme.
· Gatwick expansion is now in its second phase.
· WSCC have ringed fenced £30 million for resurfacing of unclassified roads which represent 55% of all roads in Sussex.  It is hoped that this funding, over 2 years, will provide long term solutions and take the pressure off the maintenance budget with continuous patching.

	Footpath in Green Lane – consider the report by Cllr Phillips (previously received)

Cllr Phillips explained that there had not been wide spread canvassing of the users of this existing path way as the proposal was still in its early stages and this was a scoping exercise to see if the idea had legs.  The members discussed whether traffic calming measures in Delling Lane night mitigate the fears of crossing at the Green Lane bend.  It was agreed that it would be sensible to establish safe crossing, in both directions, on this corner before you even look at spending money on an updated route.  It was suggested that pinch points and chicanes would provide better traffic calming.  It was noted that the existing footpath at the end of Green Lane is quite adequate and could be improved quite cheaply without over complicating the access.  Members felt it was not practical to chop up the bank to put in a footpath and there would be the added expense of maintaining it.  Cllr Phillips was congratulated on an excellent report and the motion was put forward and seconded.

Motion Proposed: that the proposal is shelved until we see what the engineer says regarding traffic calming.
RESOLUTION: the motion was carried unanimously.
Operation Watershed Projects – receive update on the following projects.
Sailing Club Sluice 
Burhill Estate has now furnished the Clerk with three quotes and so a project application can be put in for the new year to meet the deadline of 24th January 2014.
Stumps Lane/Shore Road 

We have met with AE, Landbuild and ECS Engineering Services on site.  It would appear that this is a much bigger engineering project than first expected especially because of the logistics of doing the work while residents maintain access to their homes in The Drive.  Estimates are already much higher than predicted in the region £100K to £150K. We hope to get a third company, Land and Water to quote for the work to meet the project deadline in January.    Should Operation Watershed still approve such a project, we will then have to canvas the neighbours on their opinion as to the best way to access the work.
Unfortunately this work will not solve the problem of sewage discharge into the harbour.  The sewage system is still a very big problem with all the leaks in the system.  It was confirmed that when the Downs are at saturation the surface water gets into the sewers via the leaks, filling up the capacity; and thus Appledram works have to discharge into the harbour.  They have to tell the Harbour conservancy of each surcharge which is noted on their website.  But whilst ultraviolet treatment kills bacteria, it does not treat the nitrates. 

Harts Farm says that during ‘dry running’ they have capacity for another 400 houses!  There is no mention of Harts farm in the area plan or the problems at Thornham. We need to know at what percentage of the total capacity that they are running at in normal ‘dry running’ times.  
This will allow us to understand the margin for when the conditions are at saturation e.g. if they are running at 60% that allows 40% extra space for extreme weather.  However, if they are running at 80% then the margin is much smaller and 400 extra houses will add much more pressure to an already inefficient system.  It is understood that a new plant will be built at Tangmere (2019) provided they get the money from Offwatt in the next round of spending but there are no guarantees. It was AGREED that both the Parish and D/Cllr Myers would write to Southern water to ask them to give us the % capacity that Harts Farm and  Appledram works are running at during ‘dry running’.

	Planning by minor amendment
Clerk spoke to CDC who confirmed that there are no limits to the amount of minor amendment applications on any one planning development.  It is down to the individual case officer to decide if they are permitted or not. Parish Council to ask the Neighbourhood Plan committee to consider the accumulative effect of large amounts of such applications to some properties. D/Cllr Myers will also try and find out more from CDC.
