Friends of Old Bridge Meadow –  Cllr Copsey sent the following report:
I attended the AGM of the above on 28th April 2017.

In summary, the management and continued administration of the Meadow is continuing to develop the wild flower meadow as planned. The Meadow is used regularly by walkers and people stopping to enjoy the blossom, particularly at this time of year. The permanent Christmas Tree is looking in a good state, watering in this dry spell has been a challenge, but there are some dedicated folks who keep an eye on this.

There are a number of items, marquee, and decorations for Christmas etc. which are kindly stored in a shed at Hamblin Hall. Unfortunately the shed does attract some vermin who have been nibbling the contents. The Friends of Old Bridge Meadow would like to join forces with Hamblin Hall to replace this shed, as efforts to make effective repairs have not been very successful. I suggested they approach the Trust with a proposal for a cost share project. I also suggested they might make a grant application to BPC and perhaps the costs could then be split three ways.

The Committee will be meeting soon to decide on a programme of Community activities and Social gatherings.
