	Questions from Members of the Public Present (this will be limited to 10 minutes)
Tom Procter came to comment on the neighbourhood plan and the forthcoming application for the 50 houses on Highgrove.  He noted that whilst the Examiner of the Neighbourhood plan had deleted the housing policy her report had gone on to reiterate, on three occasions, the importance of local residents having the opportunity to get involved in the allocation process.  Mr Procter felt that this has not happened.  
Mr Procter feels the forthcoming planning application 17/03148/FUL conflicts with the neighbourhood plan, the local plan and national policy.  He will submit detail notes to the clerk.

The Chairman responded that the parish council made the same remarks to the examiner for the CDC Site Allocation DPD, and asked that Mr Procter send his comments to CDC Planning Department. 
Mr Procter asked if the parish council can promise that the residents will get a chance to comment on any future proposals.  Cllr Pexton said that there would be an opportunity vis the Neighbourhood Plan review.

	Chairman’s Report
· The Chair has written to the school, who have agreed to undertake a Walking to school survey to assess the routes used through the village.  This is support by Mr Gareth Mealing who will also be doing a speed watch on Delling Lane.  We look forward to receiving the results, hopefully via a presentation at the village assembly in April. 
· The letter to the Bosham Association (BA) (Min Ref: C18/ 51.1) was not received well and thus it was felt that no further action be taken.
· The cricket club have approached us for a grant to buy a new mower.  The Clerk has sent them an application form which, if received in time, will be taken at the Finance meeting on 22nd November.  They have also been directed to the WSCC Community Initiative Fund (CIF).

	Clerk’s Report
· Cllrs Pexton & Powell will attend the SALC planning session on Tuesday 21st November 2017.
· Chichester District Council (CDC), in partnership with local GPs and other health professionals, we are working to develop a Social Prescribing project which aims to support individuals to tackle issues in their lives that impact on their health and wellbeing.   Social Prescribing is defined as the skill of connecting people to services and support in local places. It is a service for GPs and other health professionals to refer patients who attend appointments with problems that are essentially nonmedical and require more holistic community based interventions. CDC wants to develop this service initially over a 2 year period across Chichester District starting in April 2018. It was AGREED that an informal meeting with the CDC team be set up with the Clerk and Cllrs Copsey, Holloway, Johnstone and Whitmore Jones. 
· The next meeting of the build a better A27 group will be held on December 1st from 5.30-8.30pm at the Assembly Rooms, Chichester by invitation only.

· PCSO Richard Moorey works for Sussex Police offering a presentation in relation to scams and fraud. This presentation, about Scams and Rogue Traders, will take between 45 mins to 1 hour referencing prevalent scams such as courier, computer and investment fraud; as well as door rouge traders & how to get rid of them, support by a DVD of real life examples of victims of fraud.  Attendees will be given scam books and door stickers which will put off any cold caller who comes knocking. There is no charge for this service.  IT is understood that a presentation has already been received by the Monday Club.
· CDC has produced leaflets on how to “Afford your own home”.

	Representatives to Outside Bodies

Bournes Community Forum – nothing to report
Burial Ground – The members NOTED the following report and letter (previously received).
Report on the 68th committee meeting of the Bosham Burial Ground Association held on Tuesday 17th October 2017 at Critchfield Cottage.
· Rob Porlock was welcomed as Acting Manager and was elected to the Committee at the AGM on November 14th.
· No decision had been made in regard to a designated area for the interment of ashes.  Recently there had been a problem with a few new graves sinking and this was being rectified by the undertakers.  There was still no news in respect of the donation of a seat for the west end of the ground.  It had been agreed by the Chichester Diocese and the PCC that the CWGC would erect a small sign stating that the Burial Ground contained war graves.
· Enforcing Burial Ground regulations was an ongoing problem and a new notice board was to be put up clearly stating them.
· Derek Coombe raised the issue of clearing rushes from the pond which is partly at the west end of the burial ground and partly behind the house in Fairfield Road.  The note he sent to the BBGA committee is sent separately.  As you will see Derek Coombe is seeking the support of BPC.  The committee thanked DC for his memo.
· Accounts to September 30th showed subscriptions slightly down and fixed burial round fees increase by £75.  The value of the investment had increased by 8% and the bank balance is up £1,500 largely due to less hedge, tree and ditch maintenance being required.
· The AGM was held on Tuesday 14 November.  Report to follow.
Village Hall – the windows and doors have now been replaced, but waiting on the electrical supply for the defibrillator.  There has been a significant increase in bookings since the new management of the Fishbourne Centre.
Friends of Old Bridge Meadow – nothing to report
Bosham Association (BA) – Cllr Chapman NOTED his conflict of interest and the current difficulties between the two organisations.
District Council(CDC) 

· D/Cllr Collins will attend the A27 meeting.  They are looking for a consultant to do the work before the end of April
· Litter enforcement campaign is being driven hard to ensure enforcement of fly tipping and casual street littering.  Cigarette butts can take 10 years to biodegrade and so fines of up to £2,500 will be issued.  Running alongside is a campaigning for more recycling.  The red bins now take more things like butter containers and yoghurt pots, but they must be cleaned first please.  
Members felt that CDC should be lobbying WSCC to get the Amenities at Westhampnett to open longer hours and not to be charging to dispose of hard core.
· D/Cllr Plant advised that the business rates relief would shortly be rolled out as a tapered system over 5 years to ensure  that businesses with a rateable value of  less than £20k will get a cap of no more than 5% increase and businesses over £20k  a 4% cap.
· Car parking money subsidises other services throughout the district and so a small increase of 10p per hour for 1st hour and 20p for the next hours will be applied. This will not affect the Bosham car park, but there will be a £1 increase on a monthly permit. Evening charges in Festival Theatre and New Park Cinema car parks will become permanent.  However, whilst the new machines will still not be able to give change, they will be able to pro rata the time according to the money deposited.  Members felt these new charges, especially the evening charges were a disgrace.  However, they did welcome the news of a card payment machine in the Bosham car park.

· Agreed legislation will now allow tickets to be sent by mail to cars parking in the wrong place, rather than having to be put directly in the hands of the offender

· Cllr Plant confirmed that the Chichester Road Space audit had not been completed.  This is a complex and expensive study which has been put on the backburner.  It might well be revived once the A27 and Southern Gateway projects have been completed.

· With the late arrival of the DPD Examiner and the subsequent time expended on the process, the timetable for the Local Plan Review has slipped by a couple of months.

· C/Cllr Plant urged all to read the appeal allowed for 34 houses in Southbourne SB/16/03569/OUT

	Neighbourhood Plan
Consider comments for the CDC Authority Monitoring Report (previously received)
Each year Chichester District Council is required to compile an Authority Monitoring Report.  For the report currently being drafted the period is 1 April 2016 to 31 March 2017. As part of that report information needs to be included in relation to the effectiveness of the policies contained in our neighbourhood plan.  As such CDC is asking for any comments we have on the success or otherwise of any policies contained in the neighbourhood plan.  The following report was AGREED:
Monitoring Report

1st March 2016 to 31st March 2017

1. The BPNP was made on 22 November 2016.

2. As a result of the Independent Examiner’s recommendation the Housing Allocation Policy was removed from the BPNP and the allocation of 50 houses is therefore included in the CDC SADPD which has just undergone public examination for the test of soundness- the conclusions thereof are yet to be released.

3. There was no local community engagement by CDC (apart from online statutory consultation) on the DPD site selection. In view of the fact that the allocated site was the least preferred by residents more could have been done by CDC to justify the allocation.

4. Policies – All policies1-9 of the BPNP are geared to development thus in view of  the deletion of the Housing Policy and the imminent arrival of the CDC DPD there is little to report on the effectiveness of these policies with regards to the Parish’s allocation of 50 houses.  However the Parish Council Planning Committee does refer and rely upon these policies for their decision making when commenting on planning applications and it is expected that CDC will always do likewise.

5. Policy 9

5.1. Local reviews of 20mph zones have proved difficult to fund and implement.  Schemes are costly and ultimately not enforceable.  To qualify there must be an average speed of less than 26mph and whilst this is probably achievable on the smaller roads with parked cars the faster roads where such a scheme is required would have to be ruled out.  
5.2. The aspiration for a pedestrian crossing on the A259 has been positively acknowledged by Highways, however there are problems arising from sightlines.  Highways feel that the parish needs to understand the current usage and crossing points to establish if there is a need and precisely where it is best placed. have asked the primary school to provide information about how children travel to school in order to ascertain the actual or perceived difficulties and dangers- once this information is available the PC can make appropriate representations to WSCC for pavement improvements.
5.3. Highways have considered and dismissed the need for a pinch point at Taylors Lane.  Such calming measures would require street lighting in this road.  Further an extension of the footpath on the western side is deemed dangerous, however there is scope for a footpath on the opposite side of the road should the land owner wish to provide some land.

6. Infrastructure
6.1. The aspiration for pedestrian safety near the Bosham roundabout has been positively acted upon by Highways, and on inspection engineers have identified the need to install 13 drop kerbs for safer crossing -this is much needed.

6.2. However plans to improve the aesthetics of the roundabout are not progressing as well due to CDC concerns and infrastructure issues on the roundabout.  

6.3. The verge on the A259 north side is being planted with hedges and trees to make this area more attractive for residents and wildlife.

7. Monitoring and review - Progress is monitored by the full Parish Council at its monthly meetings.

17th January – Councillors appoint consultant at Full Council meeting

Jan-Feb 2018 – Consultant starts in time for the CDC Local Plan preferred approach consultation due Feb/March 2018

Agree a working group with possible terms
It was AGREED that the Clerk with Cllrs Fulford and Pexton and Mr Nicholas Pyke be assigned to the working party to meet with the interested planning consultants and outline a programme of work for them to tender against.  The group will report back their progress at the next meeting and provide a comprehensive grid of quotes and recommendations of the council to consider an appointment at the January 2018 Council meeting.
